Wines crafted from old vines are often referred to as "vieilles vignes" in French, possess
a unique charm and can reflect a vineyard’s history. Vines can be anywhere from 30-
120+ years old since there is no defined age for constituting “old”. As a vine ages, their
yields decrease, which in turn creates more concentration in flavors and aromas for
the bunches that are still able to reproduce, therefore producing wines with greater
depth, complexity and texture.
